Funding Guidelines

New Schemes:

New schemes will receive £100 for each venue they successfully sign up to the scheme. Potential new schemes must supply all copies of the registration forms for these venues as evidence before funding is transferred. Schemes must not have run or piloted BBN within an area for 24 consecutive months before an application can be classed as new.
Existing Schemes:

Three funding tiers will be made available to existing schemes.
Schemes will apply for funding via the application form which will be assessed by the Best Bar None administration team.
All applications for funding must be for projects which meet all of the key four Best Bar None strategic aims below:

The project(s) must:

· raise awareness of Best Bar None     
· increase the number of schemes participating the their local Best Bar None scheme     
· support training in Best Bar None venues     
· develop working relationships with local partners to produce measurable before and after readings on the success of the project such as: alcohol related hospital admissions, alcohol related crime and venue profitability

All applications must;

· Demonstrate that the project results will be measureable 
· Outline how the results will be feedback to National Best Bar None after 12 months. 
· Report all results back to National Best Bar None 12 months after the funding is received. 
· Only one application per scheme can be made. 
National Best Bar None expect to see multiple project plans within an application to achieve the results outlined below.

Funding Tiers Criteria:
Bronze:  £3000 funding

Guideline: tier is suitable for schemes in their second year. Applications within this tier must be for projects which meet the following criteria:
· The project must raise awareness of Best Bar None within the licensing industry and partners within the scheme area.
· Schemes will be required to provide evidence of the local PR strategy that will be undertaken to promote Best Bar None in their region. 
· The project must increase the number of venues participating in the scheme by at least 10%
· Schemes will be required to provide evidence of the number of venues    currently participating in the scheme and those who join as a result of the activity taken.

· The project must encourage staff development and training in venues within the scheme. 
· The project must develop working relationships with local partners to produce measurable before and after readings on the success of the project in one of the following areas: alcohol related hospital admissions, alcohol related crime and venue profitability.

· Schemes will be required to provide evidence of the tools used to gather evidence and how these results will be made available to national Best Bar None. 

Silver: £6000 funding

           
Guideline: tier is suitable for schemes in their third or fourth year (however newer schemes can apply.) Applications within this tier must be for projects which meet the following criteria:
· The project must raise awareness of Best Bar None to consumers within the schemes region.

· Schemes will be required to provide evidence of the local PR strategy that will be undertaken to promote Best Bar None to consumers within their region. Evidence must be provided as to how the success of the project will be measured.

· The project must increase the number of venues participating in the scheme by at least 15%
· Schemes will be required to provide evidence of the number of venues    currently participating in the scheme and those who join as a result of         the activity taken.
· The project must encourage staff development and training in venues within the scheme. 
· The project must develop working relationships with local partners to produce measurable before and after readings on the success of the project in two of the following areas: alcohol related hospital admissions, alcohol related crime and venue profitability.

· Schemes will be required to provide evidence of the tools used to gather evidence and how these results will be made available to national Best Bar None. 

Gold: £9000 funding

Guideline: tier is suitable for schemes in their fifth year onwards (however newer schemes can apply).Applications within this tier must be for projects which meet the following criteria:
· The project(s) must raise awareness of Best Bar None to consumers nationally. 
· Schemes will be required to provide evidence of the national PR strategy that will be undertaken to promote Best Bar None. Evidence must be provided as to how the success of the project will be measured.
· The project(s) must increase the number of venues participating in the scheme by at least 30%)
· Schemes will be required to provide evidence of the number of venues    currently participating in the scheme and those who join as a result of         the activity taken.
· The project must encourage staff development and training in venues within the scheme. 

· The project(s) must develop links with key regional partners e.g. CAP, Purple Flag, Yellow Card etc

· Schemes will be required to provide evidence of the links formed with key partners and ultimately demonstrate how these partnerships are      developing. For example where applicable how this project will ultimately lead to the establishment of these schemes within their area.
· The project must develop working relationships with local partners to produce measurable before and after readings on the success of the project in all of the following areas: alcohol related hospital admissions, alcohol related crime and venue profitability.
· Schemes will be required to provide evidence of the tools used to gather evidence and how these results will be made available to national Best Bar None
Terms & Conditions:
a) Best Bar None reserve the right to revoke any agreed funding if the evidence research proposed is not carried out and reported back to National Best Bar None as outlined above.
b) Projects receiving funding from National Best Bar None via support from the strategic partners cannot gain additional project sponsorship from regional brewers.
